This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor 
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, 
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards, and disclosure norms, 
etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, 
Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum performance aspects, etc., 
if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately. 
3 We havc conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted 
in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable 
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatcmcnts. An 
audit includes examining, on test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in 
the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and 
significant estimates made by management as well as evaluating the overall presentation of 
financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion. 

Based on our audit, we report that: 

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best our 

knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit; 
ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments 
Accounts dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the fomat prescribed by the 
Government of India, Ministry of Finance. 

iiî) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been 
maintained by ESIC in so far as it appears from our examination of such books. 

iv) We further report that: 
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Contingent Liabilities and Notes on Accounts (Schedule - 25)
A.1 Scrutiny of records revealed that Medical benefit under ESI Scheme is provided A.l 

through respective State governments and cost is shared between ESI Corporation and State 

Government in the ratio 7:1. However, with effect from the financial year 2019-20, entire 

expenditure on ESI Scheme incurred by the State Government within the ceiling is being 

borne by ESIC for an initial period of three years (2019-20 to 2021-22). 
This shift in the treatment of expenditure has not been disclosed in the Notes on Accounts. 

The management stated that this disclosure: i will be done from the next year. 
B. General 

B.1 374.33 crore were shown as advances as on 31 March 2020 (Annexure ) in the 

Annual Accounts for the period 2019-20. The unit-wise breakup of the advances was not 

provided to audit. 

The Corporation stated that the party-wise details of all advances are maintained at unit level 

only. 

Further, scrutiny of the advances shown in the prescribed Monthly Report on Finance & 

Accounts submitted by the units for the purpose of monitoring of the financial matters at the 

Headquarter (Corporation) of the selected units revealed the following: 

) 33.39 crore (in 1307 cases) and 83.26 crore were shown outstanding from 

LTC &TA Advances (Gazetted/Non- Gazetted) and Advance to construction 

third parties (DMD) etc. as on 31 March 2020. The head-wise and period-wise

details of the advances were not provided to audit. 

(ii) Further, in case of ESIH, Jhilmil, advances of R 9.01 crore paid to the various 

parties were Iying unadjusted for more than 32 years (from 1988 to 2020) 

pertaining to DAVP, DGS&D and Super Specialty Treatment for beneficiaries 

etc., as on 31 March 2020. The outstanding advances need reconciliation with the 

parties and action may be taken fornearly settlement. 

(ii) In case of Headquarters, the period-wise advances available as on 31 March 2020 

were not provided to audit.

The ESIC Headquarter has charged depreciation on the opening balances and purchases of 

fixed assets during the period 2019-20. Disclosure of the balances in the opening balance of 

Fixed Assets and Depreciation charged could not be shown assets separately (Annexure -I: 

Fixed Assets). The same may be worked out & disclose separately under each heads of assets. 

() Accession register 

The ESIC Headquarter, ESIH Basaidarapur, ESIH, Jhilmil has shown the value of books but 

totalling of the accession register was not done at any stage as on 31 March 2020. 

(vi) As per Significant Accounting Policy No. 3, depreciation on Fixed Assets is provided 

on Straight Line Method at the rate specified in the Companies Act, 2013. However, serutiny 

of records revealed that ESIH, Jhilmil had charged depreciation on Written-Down Value 



Method instead of Straight Line Method every year. This shows lack of internal control as the 

depreciation policy should be adopted uniformly at all unit levels.

Physical verification of Books and Publications of ESIC Headquarter is being 

conducted once in 3 years and it was last conducted in December 2018 for the years 2015-18.
