Director General’s Message

Director General, ESIC

ESIC, the largest social security organization in India, has been diligently providing 
comprehensive social protection benefits to eligible workers for many decades. 
Its primary objective is to extend social health protection and other social security 
benefits to formal sector workers covered under the ESI Act.

The coverage of the ESI Scheme has expanded significantly, benefiting more districts 
across the country. As of March 31st, 2023, the ESI scheme has been implemented 
in all states and union territories including the Union Territory of Lakshadweep. Out 
of the 744 districts in the country, the ESI scheme now covers 610 districts, with 
492 fully covered and 118 partially covered districts.

ESIC operates 160 hospitals nationwide, with 51 hospitals directly managed by 
the Corporation and 109 hospitals operated by state governments under the ESI 
scheme. These hospitals not only serve ESI beneficiaries but also offer medical 
services to other patients on a user charge basis, optimizing the utilization of these 
facilities.

ESIC has introduced several new initiatives, such as telemedicine, teleconsultation, 
use of apps for the request for home sample collection, 5G ambulances, etc. With 
the use of Information Technology ESIC is adopting new approaches to enhance the 
quality and accessibility of healthcare services.

Impressively, the ESI Scheme witnessed significant growth in February 2023 with 
16.03 lakh new employees added according to provisional payroll data released 
by ESIC. This surge is attributed to approximately 11,000 new establishments 
registering under the ESI Scheme during the same period, further ensuring social 
security coverage for their employees.

Recently, the Awareness Programme on Vigilance was organized and Fourth Rozgar 
Mela was launched by Hon’ble Prime Minister on April 13th, 2023.

Observance of Awareness Programme on Vigilance
Awareness Programme on Vigilance was organized under the 

chairmanship of Dr. Rajendra Kumar, Director General, ESIC on 

09.03.2023 on the occasion of ‘Special Services Fortnight’ which 

was observed between 24th February, 2023 to 10th March, 2023.

In the programme Shri Manoj Kumar Singh, Chief Vigilance Officer 

discussed the various Issues handled by Vigilance Department.  

He explained the definition of Vigilance angle such as Demanding 

or accepting illegal gratification; Obtaining valuable thing, 

without consideration; Illegal means or abusing one’s position; 

Possession of disproportionate assets; Forgery, cheating or 

misappropriation; Gross or willful negligence; Reckless Decision 

making; Blatant violation of systems & procedures; Excessive 

discretion without public interest;  Failure to inform controlling 

authorities of required transactions & issues on time; Cause of 

undue loss or concomitant gain & Undue or unjustified Delay.

Shri Manoj Kumar Singh, Chief Vigilance Officer described 

that Vigilance covers four important aspects i.e. Complaint, 

Investigation, Chargesheet & Punishment. 

He explained that a Complaint is a piece of statement or 

information containing details about offences alleged to have 

been committed under PC Act, 1988 or malpractice/ misconducts 

under Conduct Rules Which may be Sourced from Employees; 

Inspection Report or stock verification or Routine Audit; Scrutiny 

of Annual Property Statement, Transaction reported; Reports of 

Parliamentary Committees, Proceedings of Houses of Parliament; 

Allegations appearing in press; Source information, etc.

He explained the Objectives of Vigilance Department is same 

as that of other Department i.e. growth of organization & its 

employees; Good governanace; Improvement of systems & 

procedures; Transparent systems, accountability; Increased 

efficiency; Reduced delays Alertness & watchfulness, reduce 

corruption; Identification of systemic weakness suggesting ways 

to strengthen them & it’s a management tool of good governance.

Role of Vigilance will always be Preventive Vigilance; Punitive 

Vigilance; Surveillance and detection & Participative Vigilance. 

He briefed about the Common Cause of Corruption as 

Administrative delays; Excessive regulation; Scope for personal 

discretion; Complicated rules & regulations; Cumbersome 

procedures; Lack of transparency & accountability; Poor grievance 

redressal mechanism; Inadequate monitoring mechanism; Lack 

of awareness about rights & duties etc.

Proposed Action Plan of Vigilance Department includes Review 

of systems & procedures to identify weakness & propose 

improvements; Appropriate time limits & accountability; 

Identification of cause of delay & devise steps to minimize the 

same; Minimize discretion to the extent desirable & Education & 

awareness.
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He also stressed on Preventive Vigilance Measures, such as 

Simplification and Standardisation of rules; Business Process 

Re-engineering (bpr); Transparency; Accountability; Leveraging 

Technology; Automation; Control & Supervision; Early detection of 

misconducts; Time-bound and effective punitive action; Providing 

necessary infrastructural facilities; Training & awareness; 

Conducive work environment; Awareness among public & 

Inculcating moral values.

that he is being harassed as a result of making complaint, he 

may file application seeking protection & CVC may give suitable 

directions for extending protection to the complainant.

He also explained steps to Lodge PIDPI Complaints i.e. The 

complaint should be in a sealed envelope addressed to Secretary, 

CVC and inscribed with “PIDPI Complaint”, Whistle Blower 

Complaint” or “Complaint under PIDPI Resolution”. The Whistle 

Blower’s name and address should be in the beginning or at 

the end of complaint or on an attached sheet. Personal details 

should NOT be mentioned on the envelope. In line with PIDPI 

guidelines, D/o Posts has issued circular that wherever PIDPI is 

inscribed on the envelope, the name and address shall not be 

insisted upon by postal authorities; Complaints should be sent 

via post only. Complaints received through emails, Complaint 

Management Portal or any other electronic medium will not be 

entertained as PIDPI Complaints. In order to protect identity of 

the person, the complainants are advised not to enter into any 

further correspondence with the Commission. Depending on 

merits and details as mentioned in the complaint further action 

He explained the need for Whistle Blower Mechanism as Whistle 

blowing - the disclosure of information about a perceived 

wrongdoing in an organisation, or the risk thereof, to individuals 

or entities believed to be able to effect action; Whistleblowers may 

face severe repercussions for their actions, including workplace 

retaliation or dismissal, psychological damage, threats and 

physical harm and hence, needs to be given protection. The identity 

of the complainant is not revealed and it has become an effective 

alternative to Anonymous complaints; If the Whistle Blower feels 

is decided on the recommendations of the Screening Committee. 

Commission has prescribed a period of 12 weeks from the date 

of receipt of reference of the Commission for submitting report to 

it & Further action after receipt of Investigation Reports is decided 

by the Commission, after a thorough examination of the report 

and documents.

In the programme all Regional Offices/Sub-Regional Offices and 

Hospitals of ESIC participated through video conference and the 

programme was widely appreciated.

ESIC is utilizing the services of the e-Sanjeevani Portal/app for extending tele-consultation services to beneficiaries.

AAA+ mobile App has been enabled for seeking online appointment at the ESI Medical Centers. The Beneficiary can 

generate Self Check-in for the OPD, using the mobile app.

Insured Persons have been facilitated to change the dispensary online from IP Portal at their convenience.

Facility to print e-Pehchan Card has been provided to Insured Persons using the IP Portal & UMANG App. The IP can 

also get his e-Pehchan from the Digi Locker.

Provision for suggestions and feedback on ESIC Services has been extended to the IPs through a link on SMS generated 

on availing various services.

Insured Persons can submit his/her ESIC Claim Benefits such as Sickness, Extended Sickness, Disablement and 

Maternity benefit, online through IP Portal. The status of their claim can also be seen on the IP portal. This service may 

be promoted at field level for awareness among Insured Persons to claim benefits online.

On providing the consent, ABHA (Ayushman Bharat Health Account) No. of the employee can also be generated for the 

provided Aadhaar Number at the time of registration itself. ABHA number is a unique identification number and facilitates 

access/availability to the IP/beneficiaries’ health records across multiple Healthcare service providers under ABDM.

Aadhaar seeding has been facilitated in the system. Now, employer can register the employee(s) with ESIC by providing 

their Aadhaar Number. This will help in identification and authentication of beneficiaries with the authenticated Aadhaar 

data being seeded for a new IP.

The Inpatient Department (IPD) Services has been started at 
100 Beded ESIS Hospital, Vashi, Mumbai.
